Things Theatrical North and
West from a Chicago

Point of View.

Dnder the caption of Chicago's Need of Opera,
the Record-Herald says: "It Is one of the mys-
teries of life that Chicago, which IB able to
support more and better symphony music than
any other American city, wltb the possible
exception of Boston, should be forever starved
for opera. In no other American city Is the
popular support for the best orchestra music so
strong, and In few cities In the world are there
more and better oportunltles for musical edu-
cation. At this time, when the opera season
Is beginning In New York and the music lovers
of that city have fifteen weeks of opportunity
for pleasure ahead of them, Chicago's lack Is
most strongly felt. We shall doubtless bave
our regular two weeks of the Conried Co., and
apart from that nothing at all. The vaude-
ville singers will be with us, and the 'music
dramas' and other varlties of tbe lightest of
light operas will be here, too. It may be that
Chicago can not provide enough people with
five dollar bills to support opera on such a
scale as Conrieil presents It. But surely a
less costly, nevertheless meritorious, presenta-
tion could be given, adapted to the local need.
It has long ago been demonstrated that highly
satisfactory work can be secured from companies
of singers who are not world-famous stars.
New Orleans supports as a permanent institu-
tion her French Opera Co., and even the City
of Mexico maintains a permanent opera. \Vby
not Chicago? New York's opera is, as Mr.
Conried says, 'more or less a society event.'
That -is, society, rather than musical, consid-
erations dictate length of season, prices, pro-
ductions and style of presentation. Chicago
is not craving for a society event so much as
for music. May the day soon come when
some manager, touched with genius, will hit
upon the type of production which will fill
the Chicago need. The opera lovers are here,
and verily the manager will have his reward."

Jules and Ella Garrison made a tremendous
hit at Hyde & Bellman's Music Hall last
week. Two years ago they returned from a
four years' stay in the British Isles, and, in a
pleasant chat with the writer, Mr. Garrison
relates some of their experiences on tbe other
side. Mr. and Mrs. Garrison were summoned be-
fore the late Queen Victoria and before the
present King Edward, who was then the Prince
of Wales. Not only once did they appear be-
fore these two famous people, but four times.
Their first appearance before the late queen was
at Windsor Castle. Speaking of that event Mr.
Garrison says: "I found all of the royal
family most charming. I had a chance to talk
for some time with the present King Edward
and I met the queen. I was given a special
cei-eptlon by both of theiii. Of course the
queen's applause was never loud. She simply put
her hands together noiselessly two or three
times, but I found out afterward that she was
enthusiastic with me in comparison with
some others who had appeared before me. She
never clapped out-right, and the artists who
were appearing before her had to watch her
carefully-to see if they were pleasing; and you
can well believe that they all did. I was
told that some really great artists had appeared
before her and she bad not even mnde a pre-
tense of applauding. Our act, however, seemed
to take her just right, and she appeared greatly
pleased with it. I used to meet the present
king of England quite often in Masonic bodies.
The first time I met him I had not the slight-
est idea with whom I was talking until tbe in-
terview was over. I had noticed the gentleman
with the neatly trimmed beard, and had re-
marked of his similarity to the pictures of
King Edward, or more correctly, the Prince of
Wales for that was his title at that time.
Evidently he learned that I was an American,
for he came over to me and began asking about
this country, and we conversed for about ten
minutes. After he had left me one of tbe
members of the lodge came up and asked if I
knew to whom I had been talking, and I
told him I did not. 'That is the Prince of
Wales,' he announced with a smile, and I was
astonished, to say the least. We had a high
compliment paid us by the famous London theat-
rical manager, J. L. Graydon. He saw our
act and immediately booked us for a long run.

Physicians were
called but «were unable to arouse her
from the death-like stupor into which
she had sunk, and she died within an
hour and a half without regaining
consciousness. The end came without
a struggle. About the actress were
her maid, Harry Powers and Frank E.
Aiken, besides her two physicians. The
body of the actress was started to New
York Saturday, Dec. 3.

ZANGWILL ON VAUDEVILLE.

The unenthusiastic reception at Proc-
tor's (N. Y.) Theatre of Israel Zang-
will's subtle one-act play Six Persons,
and its subsequent repudiation by Per-
cy Williams, manager of The Orpheum.
Brooklyn, has brought forth from Mr.
Zangwill a tirade of abuse against
vaudeville theatres, the character of
entertainment there found, and the au-
diences that pass judgment on what
is presented for their entertainment.

The Billboard does not endorse Mr.
Zangwill's views; and, to say the least,
the statement bears strong evidences
of pique, evidently said in haste, or illy
considered before being uttered.

The American amusement-going
public are not to be classed among the
illiterate and wanting in intelligence.
Our vaudeville theatres, as a rule, are
not down to the level of the music
halls on the other side of the big pond.
Some of the best talent now before
the public graduated from the vaude-
ville, and managers are constantly alert
to obtain the best and highest class
of amusement to feature. Break the
"crust," Mr. Zangwill, and like thou-
sands of others you will find life is
not enjoyable without a hearty laugh,
even at the expense of buttons. To
a well-balanced, healthy, discriminating
mind there is more to be found on the
vaudeville stage to bring out the best
elements of mankind than otherwise.
Many excellent and practical lessons
are taught thereon, and managers are
kept busy maintaining the highest
standard of entertainment for those
who wish to laugh and forget for a
time they ever had a sorrow.

DRAMATIC CRITICISM IN ENGLAND.

(By Horace Wyndham.)

If it were not for the fact that, taking
It all round, the dramatic criticism in English
newspapers is a good deal worse than the lit-
erary criticism, one might think that the same
writers were responsible for Doth departments.
Fatuous, however, as are the majority of book
reviews they are brilliant compared with the
average report on a theatrical production. For
sheer incapacity, often combined with absolute
misstatement of fact, this is in many cases
unequaled in any branch of journalism. While
the literary criticisms seem for the most part to
be written by office-boys for office-boys, the
dramatic ones would seem to be composed
by their understudies. Of course, there are
exceptions, but these do not take up much
space.

As expressions of sound judgment the ac-
ounts of plays that appear in English jour-

..als are seldom worth the paper they are writ-
ten on. To the reader interested In the stage,
and anxious to know what to patronize, they
afford remarkably little guidance. In attempt-
ing to ascertain what a new piece is about,
Uow It is acted, and how it was received on the
first night, he Is generally condemned either to
.vade through a column of turgid gush, or to
iind the production dismissed with a few con-
temptuous lines. The lack of unanimity, too,
among the critics Is, as a rule, quite be.vild.T-
ing. Thus, while one paper—probably con-
founding the obstetric with the dramatic—
belauds something to the skies; another of
equal weight discovers no merit in it :it all.
The usual fate, by the way, of a newspaper-
hailed "masterpiece," is an uninterrupted run
of three nights. Then, again, one journal will
assure its readers that a plnv \vas rec'Mveu
"successfully," while another states with equal
confidence that the "reception was distinctly
unfavorable."

It is rather a moot question whether dramatic
.Titles in England over-praise or over-blame.
As a rule, they have so little restraint (while
their discriminating faculties are usually so
blunted), that they are almost certain to err in
one of these directions. Speaking generally,
they go in too much for what Mr. Pinero
aptly calls the doctrine of "praise, praise,
praise." It is a charitable fault and is chiefly
due to the writers' lacking a sense of pro-
portion. For example, a girl is suddenly called
upon to take the place of someone whom
,;he has been understudying; she does it well.
Forthwith an impressionable young gentleman
records at great length in the columns of a
halfpenny paper that she is a "great" actress.
Perhaps she does it very well. Thereupon the
"critic" promptly hails her as a "genius."
This of course is grateful and comforting to the
lady in question; at the same time it does
not make her the "great" actress or "genius"
that the journalist—unable to differentiate be-
tween his admiration of the performer and ap-
preciation of the performance—declares her to
be. Similarly, when an actor is the subject
of these fulsome encomiums, It by no means
follows that he is qualified to set up in man-
agement on his own account. The tendency

of such criticism, however, Is distinctly mis-
chievous, for it is apt to imbue the individuals
in question with a very wrong idea of their
worth.

The divergence of opinion among those who
are commissioned by the press In England to
act as guides, philosophers, and friends in the
matter of the drama is extremely confusing. A
dozen views of the same play may be de-
rived from their lucubrations. Thus, and quite
recently, six of the leading papers In London
pronounced the following verdicts on one of Mr.
Beerbohm Tree's productions: (1) "Thrills
the nerves"; (2) "a successful production";
(3) "an exceptionally fine play;" (4) "a slow,
commonplace, and purely theatrical piece";
(5) "Ineffective"; and (0) "an exasperation."
As a matter of fact, the play in question
was a very average one; had a career extending
over four months, and earned considerable roy-
alties for its author.

Ability to write the King's English does not
appear to be a necessary qualification on the part
of dramatic critics in London. Knowledge of
the drama and intimacy with the stage are cer-
tainly not predominating ones. The critic of
one of the many halfpenny journals in London,
posessing the largest circulation in the world,
is said to have telegraphed from Beyruth the
other day, "last night was produced here a
new opera called Lohengrin. The following
is a brief synopsis of the plot." Another paper,
in its anxiety to be thoroughly up-to-date
was recently enterprising enough to write a
"criticism" of Miss Ellen Terry's appearance
at a suburban theatre the day before she ap-
peared there. The "Sketch" has also distin-
guished itself In the same fashion.

When the state into which dramatic criticism
has sunk is taken into consideration, It is only
natural to find theatrical managers holding
very strong views on the matter. Mr. Beerbohm
Tree, who probably knows more about the sub-
ject than anyone else, once said to the present
writer: "In speaking of criticism discretion
Is for an actor the better part of valor. While
many plays are intelligently dealt with by the
press the chilling reception that many fine
productions meet with is only equaled by the
adulation unstintedly offered to gentlemen who
stand on their heads in circuses or perform con-
juring tricks in music halls." In connection
with this it may be pointed out that only the
other day a monkey which appeared at a
place of alleged entertainment in London re-
ceived more publicity than was accorded to
Madame Bernhardt at another theatre.

Some managers have had such unsatisfactory
experiences at the hands of the critics that
they have taken the extreme course of ex-
cluding certain of them from their initial
performances.

Where the drama is concerned honest criticism
seems to he as dead in England as frozen
mutton. This is seen to a special degree when-
ever a play by one of the few possessing a
"name" is produced. There are only about
four such authors In the kingdom; but what-
ever they write meets with yards of unqualified
admiration in the press. No one, for example,
was brave enough to say that J. M. Barrle's
Little Mary was remarkably stupid and sin-
gularly dull. The public, however, was suf-
ficiently intelligent to think so, and it accord-
ingly proved a failure. When the new Gaiety
was opened with the Orchid at the end of
last year, every paper went into ecstacies
over the entertainment and talked for the next
week of its "enthusiastic reception." This
piece, as a matter of Impartial fact, was,
on the night of Its production, duller than any
Gaiety one has yet seen, while It was also
heartily booed. Slight alterations—such as
cutting out the first half, re-writing the sec-
ond, and introducing entirely new songs and
dances all through—that have since been made
turned it into a genuine success. It is none
the less true, however, that In Its original
form it was a great failure. Yet no paper had
the courage to say so. The reason for this
is, firstly, that the success of a Gaiety piece
Is a tradition; and, secondly, that Mr. George
Edwards, the lessee of the theatre. Is a gen-
erous advertiser and a sufficiently sound business
man not to waste his money on papers that
write adverse notices of his productions. The
majority of the weekly Journals are not worth
considering at all, as it is their practice to
wait discreetly to see what the dalles have said
before committing themselves.

Considering the deplorable state of theat-
rical criticism in England It is only natural
to find that it exercises remarkably little
effect on the fortunes of the drama. Time was
when a favorable notice in the Daily Telegraph
meant a thousand pounds of advance booking;
nowadays It means nothing at all. beyond pleas-
'ng the vanity of the author. Columns of news-
naper adultatlon will fail to bring a penny
niece into the box office that would not get
fhere without such adventitious aid; similarly,
vituperative abuse will not keep money away.
The play-going public wisely makes up its
•nind for Itself if it wants to see a piece or
not. As one of the few qualified critics has
smartly said, "a play Is like a cigar. If it Is
bad, no amount of puffing will make It draw.
If it Is good everyone wants a box."

MME. JANATTSCHEK DEAD.
Mme. Janauschek, the actress, died NOT. 29

in the Brunswick home at Amltyvllle, L. I.,
where for the last four months she had been
a private patient as a charge of the actors'
fund. Prior to going to Amityville Mme.
Janauschek had been a guest of the actors'
home on Staten Island. She had been gradually
sinking for months. Paralysis and a general
lebility were the immediate cause of death.
•^he was seventy-four years old, having been
horn In Prague, Bohemia, in 18SO.

In 1867 she came to the United States and
nlayed Medea and other roles in German, and
later made a success In tragic roles in English.
She essayed such parts as Deborah, Blanca,
Mary Stuart, Queen Elizabeth, Lady Macbeth
•ind Meg Merrlles.

Mme. Janauschek had not played regularly
for several years, although until seven or
eight years ago she would return to the stage
for brief seasons. In July, 1900, she had her
first touch of paralysis. Later she went to
the home of Mrs. Aston in Saratoga, N. Y.

A benefit performance at Walla ck's Theatre
In which prominent actors and actresses took
nart, on April 12, 1901, netted about $5,000 for
her. In October of last year she sold her
effects, consisting of costumes she had worn
in her former productions. Then a relief fund
was started for her and later the actors' fund,
which had always looked out for her as much
as she would permit, induced her to go to its
home on Staten Island.

During the years of her successes Mme.
Janauschek was progressive and her repertoire
was a constantly increasing one. The play,
Deborah, which was a favorite with her, was
in reality a version of Leah, the Forsaken.
Marie Antoinette was for many years the most
attractive play in her repertoire, judging from
public approval, while In Mary Stuart she vied
for a time with Modjeska for honors. The tem-
porary interest aroused over Bleak House, in
which she played Hortense and Ladv Dedlock,
seemed to inspire the actress with a desire
to play dual parts, and she made several
experiments along this line, one, a drama,
called My Life, being produced in 1884, but not
with positive success. She was last seen in
The Harvest Moon.

The actress was buried in Evergreen cemetery.
The services were extremely simple and were
under the direction of the Actors' Fund of
America.

bye-gone days. Her leading man IB Mr. Fred-
erick Kerr, playing the part of the bland Eng-
lish traveler with naturalness. In Cavalleria
Rustlcana. Mrs. Potter portrays another side
of her great ability as the forsaken Santuiza.
Tier leading supports in this piece are Jerrold
Rohertshaw, as Tnrrida, and Mr. W. Lawson
Butt, as Alflo. Maseagni's music. Incidental
to the opera, is played during this number.
As a proof of the high esteem in which Mrs.
Brown-Potter Is held In London, she was in-
vited to open a bnzaar at Battersea town hall
last week.

Stguor Puccini Is considering writing mu-
sic to make The Prayer of the Sword Into an
opera. The story, as related In these columns,
should, it seems to me, be amply suited for the
application.

Dan Leno is dead. To readers of The Bill-
board in the New World this means little
except the fact of the passing of a celebrity.
To London, however, it means a great loss,
not to a few relatives and friends, but to
millions. What person Is there residing with-
in the realms of the metropolitan area, or
even surrounding provinces, who hns not looked
forward to the Drury Lane Christmas Panto-
mime from childhood upward with the pro-
spect of seeing "The funny old woman" of
Pan ? What one of the king's subjects may
there be who, when he found himself
attacked by a feeling of morose-
ness or languor, has not found ready relief by
a visit to the Pavilion to henr Dan Leno
in some of his original incessant ''patter."
and gone away feeling ashamed for having
allowed himself to believe that there Is any-
thing else but Joy and pleasure In the world?
And now this doyne of mlrthmaking Is dead:

-this voice of popular merriment stilled forever.
His place it will be Impossible to (III. He
has come and gone as Leno. and there will
never be another. His demise Is the one
topic of regret from all lips, In all grades
of society, from royalty to the meanest street
nrchln. Leno was loved by all. His remark-
able capacity for fun production made his
name a household word throughout the kingdom,
and he was the only Music Hnll comecllnn
summoned to perform before King Edward,
for which he was nicknamed the King's Jester.
He was the father of present day Music Hall
"patter," and has scores of Imitators, some
perhaps "out Lenoed" Leno, but what would
they have been hnt for him. His body returns
to earth, his soul takes flight, hnt bis name
lives to dwell In the heart of every mnn.
woman and child who has ever seen him
perform, remembrances of which will provoke
a smile, saddened by a tear of regret that lie
Is no more. The writer passed the undertaker's
slwp where was In preparation the coffin for
the reception of the late Mr. Leno. Tbe name-
plate on the lid was in plain view from the
front windows, and crowds were standing look-
lug in and reoding the wording: "George Ga-
van (Pan Leno). Entered Into Rest 1st Day
of November, 1004. Aged 43 years."

Dan Leuo's death, although a matter of
deep regret was not a surprise, as It had been
known thnt the popular comedian has been

i for some time In poor health. Hla real name,

as given above, was George Sayan, which to
another way of saying that he was of, Irish
extraction. He appeared as a child, with hli
parents, who called themselves Mr. and Mrs.
Johnny Wilde, from whom he learned that
nimbleness of foot which gained for him, when
quite a young man, the title of champion
step-dancer of the North of England. The
judges sat behind a screen, and judged. solely
by the ear, without seeing the competitor at
all. After holding the title for several years,
Dan was fairly beaten, and on the announce-
ment of his defeat he burst Into tears. He
returned to London, and Introduced his va-
rious steps, with, in after years, bis famous
"patter," and some of his earliest perform-
ances he gave, in later years, as encores. He
was for many years the mainstay o f , the
Urury Lane pantomime, his most notable pro-
duction being, perhaps, the Widow Twankey.
His colleague of recent years, Herbert Camp-
bell, having also lately died, leaves this popu-
lar house with the necessity staring it in
the face of Initiating new talent for the centre
of attraction, one of which will no doubt be
Harry Randall, who apeared so successfully last
year.

Mr. J. E. Vedrenne, of the Court Theatre,
has Inaugurated a small war against the mat-
inee hat. With the opening of the theatre for
the season be has adopted a plan of compelling
ladies to remove their "vlew-obstructors," by
selling matinee tickets "on the express con-
dition that ladles remove their hats, bonnets,
or other head-dress during the entire per-
formance." Mr. Vedrenne has the sincere
gratitude of all matinee-goers, for if there Is
anything in the world that can humiliate a
black London fog for ability to obstruct. It Is
the average matinee bat. Have you ever sat
behind a 1904 model? Of coarse you have.
You've wiggled, and twisted, and craned your
neck out of joint in an endeavor to locate a
"peep-hole" for a view of the stage, and
when yon have finally snceeded In breaking
through the row immediately in front of you,
your straight line of view Imtiips up against
a wall of artlSclal roses, held in place by a
screen-like creation of adornment called the
"Jam-pot," in the second row from you, and
it requires more power of manipulation than
is possessed by most of us, especially If we
are either too short or too tail, to be able
to make two "peep-holes" work at once. Any-
way, as a rule you go away with a dark
brown variety of feeling against head-cover-
ing generally, and swear you'll join the "no-
hat" brigade forthwith. It is hoped that
other managers will follow Mr. Vedrenne in
this respect.

Mr. Alfred Butt, who has for five years
been secretary to the late Mr. Charles Morton,
has been, by a unanimous vote of the Board
of Directors of the Palace Theatre, appointed
as Mr. Morton's successor. It was Mr. Morton's
wish, when he resigned, just before bis death,
that Mr. Butt should flll the place vacated by
him, and the Palace authorities in granting
him the appointment not only made a good
selection, but also carried out the wishes of
the late manager and "Founder of Halls."
Mr. Butt at once entered upon the arduous
duties of his position by organizing a benefit
program for the widow of the lamented Mr.
Morton. Under Mr. Butt's management the
Palace is sure to enjoy the same degree of
popularity as before. He is a young man, full
of ambition and enterprise.

Mrs. Langtry began her autumn tour at
Blackpool with Mrs. Dering's Divorce, a piece
which has already been favorably received in
America, and to which Blackpool playgoers
have also accorded a hearty welcome. Some
three or four weeks hence Mrs. Langtry hopes
to produce her own new play, for which a
suitable title has still to be discovered. The
story is founded upon an episode that came un-
der Mrs. Langtry's personal cognisance. Cross-
Ing to New York, a married lady, accompanied
by her husband, found herself Inscribed on the
passenger list as a spinster. Being of a
sportive turn, she determined to keep up the
Joke even at the expense of her reputation,
damaged somewhat by the fact that her hus-
band had been seen to Issue from her cabin.
As a result of the mistaken description the
heroine attracts the attention of most of the
eligible bachelors on board ship, who, much
to her lawful lord's chagrin proceeded to
make open love to her. How the tangled skein
in unravelled it must be left to the dramatist
herself to show. A picturesque environment
for the tale is ensured by the circumstance
that the entire action of the piece takes place
on the deck of a Trans-Atlantic liner.

Playgoers have often hazarded guesses con-
cerning the causes which led to the long theat-
rical partnership which was broken when Sir
Henry Irving and Miss Ellen Terry separated.
The secret Is out at last. Interviewed in her
dressing-room, when fresh from the dance,
with which Much Ado About Nothing ends,
Miss Terry said: "It leaves me giddy," "here
am I. fifty-seven years of age," she went on
laughingly, "and still throwing myself about
In this way. Do yon know that my difficulty
with Sir Henry Irving was that I could not
convince him that I had grown too old for
youthful parts? He couldn't see It, and so,
after twenty-two years, we parted."

The Royalty Theatre opened Nov. 7 with a
series of revivals of the old dramatists, under
the auspices of the Mermaid Society, whose
president is Mr. Philip Carr. The first of the
series was Congreve's Way of the World, which
was played the whole of the first week. During
the week commencing Nov. 14, Beaumont and
Fletcher's heroic travesty, The Knight of the
nurnlng Pestle, will be played. This will be
followed Nov. 21 with Ford's tragedy. The
Broken Heart, on Nov. 28 with Van'brugh'g
comedy. The Confederacy, on Dec. 5 with
Beaumont and Fletcher's The Maid's Tragedy
and on Dec. 12 with Dekker's masterpiece,
which is to be given under the title of Bella-
front.
