As announced last month, you
will receive your March and April
photo at the same time., Photos
will be mailed this way in the fu-
ture.

The first photo is through the
courtesy of Jochn B. Lyons, CHS 15,
of Guelph, Ont., Canada, and. is
described as follows: “the photo-
graph shows a wagon ready for
parade of Howes Great London
Shows, May 30, 1912, in Guelph,
Ont. This was a 16-car show out
of Hutchinson and was managed
that year by Jerry Mugivan. They
used 2 rings and stage. This show
and the Mighty Haag played a
lengthy rcute in eastern Canada
that year with Haag playing
Guelph on June 11. You will note
the words “Colossal Shows” appear
on the wagon and apparently
many shows used the same word-
ing an their wagons. Also note
the dummy on top of wagon held
by upright props . . . . other pa-
rade wagons in parade used simi-
lar dummies.” This is one of a set
cf photographs taken by a Guelph
resident and presented to Mr. Ly-
on.

The second photo is through the
courtesy of Edw. Ruppert, CHS 16,
of Baltimore, Md. It is a photo-

graph of “The Five Graces Band -

‘Wagon” now owned by Ringling
Bros. and Barnum & Bailey Circus.
This wagon was built in 1878 by

Sebastian Wagon Works of NYC.

for Adam Forepaugh and was us-

ed as their No. 1 Band Wagon. It
was also used by Forepaugh-Sells
Bros.,, Barnum & Bailey, Ringling
Bros.,, Ringling-Barnum and Ha-
genbeck-Wallace. With Barnum-
Bailey Circus the band wagon
made a European tour from 1868
to 1902 and was pulled by the
forty-horse hitch driven by either
Jake Posey or Jim Thomas.
