The worry, sweat, work and disappoint-
ments will soon have been worth it, the
outcome of over 7 years will be a reality
with good luck and 8 months to go.

I wish to thank all those who called and
felt as I did and the help I've received by
just saying "Hang in there."

The word "circus" is parallel with the ele-
phant, one is not complete without the oth-
er and the elephant now needs the help that
it gave to the circus. In 20-25 years the cir-
cus will be pretty dismal if something isn't
done now.

I had many calls to buy him, but he is too
much to me to be sold and abused, that's
why I would have put him down first, plus
the earlier written reasons.

Forest, where he died in 1806. He was pe-
culiarly mild and gentle in character and
manners. His body was encased in a leaden
coffin, 9 ft. 2 in. long, and to prevent any
attempt to disturb his remains, his grave,
by his own direction, was sunk 12 ft. into
solid rock.

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End of the Rhino?
For some 60 million years the rhinoceros

has lived peacefully on earth, eating grass or
leaves and doing little harm to anyone.

But now this majestic animal is almost cer-
tainly threatened with extinction in the very
near future.

In Kenya, for example, if the pessimists
prove correct, it may be just five more years
before the last rhino falls victim to human
greed and stupidity. In just 10 years, from
1970 to 1980,19,000 East African rhinos,
95% of the total population, were killed.

And nobody knows whether the 1,000
rhinos that official estimates say still exists
are really there. World-wide, some 20,000
rhinos are believed to survive still, 80% of
them in Africa and the remainder in Asia.
Throughout the globe, only one of every
10 rhinos alive in 1970 was still around in
1980.
The beasts, which are remarkably light-

footed and adroit for their size - they weigh
up to five tons • are hunted for their horns,
for which dealers in the Near and Far East
pay as much as $2,300 per pound.
Sixty percent of the horns, which really

are tightly packed hairs, go to the Far East,
especially China, where, despite the widely
prevailing view, they are not used as aphro-
disiacs.

Nairobi geographer Or. Esmond Bradley
Martin, author of the standard work "Run,
Rhino, Run," says the homs are used by
traditionalist Chinese healers to help lower
fever. Only a few people in India really use
it - crushed and turned into a paste - as a
sexual stimulant, he says, a function which
it does not, in fact, perform.

The other 40% of the horns are used by
the proud desert dwellers of North and
South Yemen. Their status symbol is a dag-
ger, whose hilt was once made from ordin-
ary cow bones. But now, as a result of Sau-
di Arabia's oil riches, the most desired hilt
is a rhino's horn.

Efforts to do away with the Asian legends
about the hom's healing powers or to con-
vince the people of Yemen that a gold or
silver-hilted dagger should have a greater
prestige have failed to slow the booming
market.

One expert on the subject, Faith Halter, an
American working for the U. N. Environ-
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ment Program, doubts that the demand for
the homs can be eliminated before the last
rhinos are killed by poachers.

In Kenya, in 1977, a ban on hunting and
trophy trading was instigated. It has not
been very successful. This is especially true,
according to the East African Wildlife So-
ciety, for the rhino, whose trophies can be
transported much more easily than large
elephant tusks.

The most practical conservation measure
appears to be the resettlement of the huge
beasts from dangerous areas to national
parks or onto large private ranches where
they can be better protected. But this is an
expensive and risky venture. The sensitive
rhino can easily die of shock if released in-
to a new and strange environment.

Unfortunately, no country, and certainly
not the poor East African states, can afford
to station a guard next to each animal, as
Kenya has done for six of the extremely
rare white rhinos in the Meru national park.

In neighboring Tanzania the extinction of
the rhino is imminent.ln 1982, after several
poorly paid game-keepers had done some
poaching of their own, only 15 rhinos were
counted, and conservationists now fear that
some of these have probably been killed in
the meantime.

March 9,1958 - Rome, Italy - Two Circus

seals found a home today in the Trevi Foun-
tain.

Attempts to get them out baffled police
for more than an hour, while traffic piled
up in one of Rome's busiest squares.

The seals from the Togni Circus were
dumped in the splashing fountain by their
French trainer, who wanted a "vivid mo-
menta" of their tour in Rome.

Police were aware of the tradition that
whoever throws a coin in Trevi Fountain
will return to Rome someday. But seals
were something else again.

They demanded that the trainer remove
the seals. Alas, he spoke only French.

The seals barked happily at the cascading
water. They flipped in and around the tum-
bling streams of the fountain.
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He's working on dream
Jack Fletcher's dream is to make Nebraska

"the cowboy-Indian capital of the world."
He says that no other state had more history
involving cowboys, Indians and settling the
west. He cites the Oregon Trail, the Pony
Express, the Mormon Trail, Union Pacific
Railroad, Indian-military battles and scores
of other events involving ranchers, native
Americans, adventurers and explorers.

Fletcher envisions annual celebrations in
Omaha, where Buffalo Bill Cody put on the
first of his wild west shows which went all
over the world, and near North Platte, where
a statue of a Sioux Indian rises over the Ore-
gon Trail route.

Fletcher, a former Nefaraskan and now a
resident of Upland, Calif., has two pro-
jects underway.

He plans to unveil in Omaha on May 19th
a bronze marker which says: "In commemor
ation of the first public presentation of the
Buffalo Bill Wild West Show, May 19,1883
at 2 p.m. dedicated to William F. Cody, one
of Nebraska's most illustrious citizens, pre-
sented by the Fletcher family."

No specific location has been chosen for
the plaque, but Fletcher hopes it can be set
up on city property, perhaps in a park near
the wild west site, or in Central Park Mall,
with a reference to the actual location.

Once Omahans realize Omaha's part in
launching this worldwide attraction, they
will become enthusiastic about holding an
annual Buffalo Bill celebration, Fletcher
says.

He envisions annual events ranging from a

May 2,1983

mini-wild west show to a theatre in the
round historical pageant about Buffalo Bill.

Fletcher also hopes to rekindle interest in
restoring the Sioux Lookout Statue, just 12
miles southeast of North Platte. It was dedi-
cated in 1931 and has been vandalized sev-
eral times and repaired, but it needs work
once again. In 1980, Fletcher and others
sold plaster casts of the statue to raise mon-
ey to repair it.

He calls the statue "the unknown Indian"
and envisions an annual event in North Plat1

te commemorating Indian heritage. He fav-
ors holding the event on May 30th each year
the day the statue was dedicated. However,
a State Legislative Bill would establish Un-
known American Indian Day as the fourth
Monday of each September.

The Ringling Bros, and Bamum & Bailey
Circus employees have decertified the Amer
ican Guild of Variety Artists as the labor
union representing them. The election was
held under the auspices of the National La-
bor Relations Board.

Only 19 of the 237 votes cast favored the
AGVA. There were 20 ballots that were
challenged and one was declared void. How-
ever, the NLRB ruled that there were an in-
sufficient number of challenged votes to up-
set the election results.

AGVA, however, has instituted an unfair
labor action against operators Irvin and Ken-
neth Feld and Ringling, maintaining that one
of the union reps was not permitted on the
circus grounds prior to the election.

Rep was a former chorus girl in the Ring-
ling show who was said to"have quit because
she said she wanted to go back to school. In
stead, it was alleged that she returned short-
ly afterward and wanted to rejoin the show,
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but the request was denied and she was not
permitted on the grounds.

The vote by the Ringling employees, so far
as is known, does not affect the union repre-
sentation of the Walt Oisney "Odyssey on
Ice/' which is also operated by Irvin and
Kenneth Feld. It's not yet known whether
a similar decertification election will be in-
stituted by performers in the Disney icer.

The Ringling election represents a serious
blow to AGVA, with the loss of so many
dues paying members. Because of previous
NLRB and other decisions, AGVA's mem-
bership has been decimated. Many of AGVA
undisputed members are allied with shows in
which they take direction and chorus mem-
bers.

One of the reasons for the overwhelming
vote against AGVA is laid to the recent dues
hike which tripled the amounts paid by per-
formers in the lowest brackets.

Considerable resentment has been reported
among all classes of AGVA members as a re-
sult. Some have even protested to the U. S.
Dept. of Labor about the referendum which
brought the hike.

It has been claimed that there was no vote
on whether the dues should be raised, but
only on the question of whether dues install
ments should be paid three times yearly or
quarterly.

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Tragedy in Australia
by GEOFF GREAVES

In a horror road smash in north-western
New South Wales, Australia, on March 19,
a clown and two elephants belonging to Sole
Bros. Circus were killed. The circus was mo-
ving from New South Wales into Queensland
when the panotrope truck carrying the show
music equipment, lighting and props and
towing the recently finished men's bunk
house, had broken down just south of the
border.
The semi trailer, carrying the show's three

elephants had stopped, along with the ve-
hicle being driven by circus owner, Joe Per-
ry. The three circus employees, including
24 yr. old clown Doug Buchal, told Perry
they would hitch the elephant semi on to
the truck and 'kick start it.' They told Perry
to continue on to Goondiwindi, because
they would soon follow.

A speeding semi trailer approached the
two circus vehicles from the rear, and ap
parently ran over the top of the men's
sleeper, demolishing it; crushed the pano-
trotje truck and slammed into the rear of
the elephant semi, splintering the steel deck-
ing and then demolishing the tractor on this
trailer.

Buchal was killed instantly and the two
other roustabouts were badly injured, one
with broken shoulders and head injuries,
and the other with a fractured leg.

Two of the elephants were killed • Tara
died instantly, Dolly staggered off the trai-
ler, collapsed and died, while Minyak bolt-
ed.
A motorist caught up with Perry and jok-

ingly said that all his elephants were dead,
but Perry, used to wise-cracks, continued
on, only to be called back by police to the
tragic scene.

Buchal had been with the circus all his life.
His mother Gloria Ashton, was a member of
the Seven Flying Ashton Troupe which went
to London after the last war where she mar-
ried German acrobat Joe Buchal, and return-
ed to Australia. Joe taught his son to clown
and in his youthful years joined Sole Bros,
as head clown and drummer. He was loved
and respected by all Australian circus fans.
I was only talking with him in Sydney last
Christmas.

The elephants will be ir-replaceable because
of Australia's agreement on endangered spe-
cies. Tara made the headlines some 18 mon-
ths ago when she fell off a truck in Sydney's
peak-hour traffic. Dolly was one of the most
loveable elephants on Australian circuses.
Both were under 30 yrs. old and great per-
formers. Minyak, the survivor, was part of
the act but did not do any tricks. It will
take a time to settle her down and she be-
comes upset when a truck's motor is started.

Despite the tragic blow. Sole Bros. Circus
will continue on in true show business style.
They are playing the Queensland capital of
Brisbane, while a new men's sleeper is made,
and damaged equipment replaced.

LARRY RICH. clown/MC, played a return
engagement at the Winter Haven, Fla., Ci-
trus Festival, Feb. 10-20.

"Start spreading the news" is the beginning
lyric of the Frank Sinatra hit "New York,
New York," which can also serve a double
purpose in the performance of "Jubilee On
Ice" star Bruce Hearon. With the Sinatra hit
playing in the background, Bruce mesmeriz-
es the audience with his Olympic style and
grace which prompts this writer to "start
spreading the news" that Bruce is as fine a
performer on ice as Randy Gardner, John
Carlow or Scott Hamilton. Costumed in a
simple black outfit, touched with gold and
silver, along with a proper black top hat. it's
no problem for the audience to realize he's
"A number one, top of the heap," Making
every move look so incredibly easy this po-
lished skater is a perfect example of a show
business performer at work.

Bruce is a native of California who now
resides in Orangevale, Calif., started ice ska-
ting just for the joy of it at age 14. Profes-
sionals noticed his talents and they success-
fully convinced him into trying the compe-
titive side of ice skating.

As a competitor, Bruce accumulated a wall
full of gold medals and the reputation as an
excellent skater. The highlights of his five
year competitive career include gold medals
at the Junior Olympics in San Diego during
1979; artistic achievement awards at Squaw
Valley, Calif., in 1978 and 1979 and also
high placement at the Pacific Coast champ-
ionship during 1979.On the night of his 18th
birthday, in 1980, Bruce won the prestigious

Camellia Cup in Sacramento. This award is
presented for the best theatrical ice skating
act. Bruce competed with over 400 skaters
from all over California and neighboring
states and won the gold medal by unani-
mous vote of the judges. The winning of the
Camellia Cup changed Bruce's goals as an
ice skater. The thrill of performing for an
audience was so appealing that he made the
decision to turn professional and seek a job
with an ice show.

In the summer of 1980, Bruce joined the
Continental company of The Ice Capades
as an understudy to one of the principal
stars. Learning the ropes enabled him to
sign a contract with the 1981 Holiday On
Ice production where he spent the next
12 months touring the populated cities of
Europe as one of the shows principal per-
formers. At this point, Bruce had attained
one of his early goals of becoming a feature
performer with an established ice show. He
returned to the United States in June 1982
for a well earned rest when "Jubilee On
Ice" asked him to skate with their show.

East coast audiences from Sarasota, Fla.,
to Montreal, Canada, have been entertained
by Bruce's athletic and graceful skating
style. His backflip performed on ice is his
trademark and electrifies spectators of all
ages. Bruce's love for ice skating is obvious
in his performances and his desire for per-
fection leaves a deep impression on critics
and audiences alike.
