An Indian Army ordnance corps in eastern
India is fighting a [osing battle against drun-
ken wild elephants.

The elephants get their liquor and army
food rations by raiding the unit's stores,

About a week ago, reports say, four ele-
phants, apparently too big to get into the
storehouse, sent a baby elephant inside and
it came out with bags of flour and sugar.

A senior forest department official said the
army, by building & unit in the heart of the
forest, had disturbed the elephants’ behav-
ior pattern.

This
year the pictorials are not of the side show
or menagerie features, but are of acts in the
big show.

“gram. Next to the clown sleeper is the beau-
tiful office semi. On the right hand side of

the midway is parked the other former side
show bannerline semi that used to house the
working men's sleeper and ponies. It is now
a sleeper and its pictorials depict acts from
the big show. In front of it is the elephant
ride. to it is the concession semi.

All front yard rolling stock, plus the front
yard generator semi, the concession stock
semi and the cookhouse have all been paint-
ed in the new color scheme that makes it
truly neat, clean and beautiful. The new
color scheme is white with red lettering and
trim. | understand Roger Boyd did the ler-
tering and Harry Rawls did the pictorial
work. Eventually all the show’s rolling stock

will carry the new color scheme. They are
using last year's big top which is in good
shape. The physical appearance of the show
it very impressive even though nothing is
new, a coat of paint covers a multitude of
sins and the new color scheme certainly is
circus. You can‘t beat Roger Boyd's letter-
ing.

Last year's program is being sold, which
makes it rather confusing to the public as the
photographs therein are of the ill-fated in-
door .

MILLER BROS. FAMILY CIRCUS (1932
thru 1841) - Excerpts of letters from Jack
Miller to Ted LaVelda - 1982,

Ted: “The Miller Bros. Family Circus” was
framed in the fall of 1932 at the close of the
summer season with the “Bill Ketrow Cir-
cus”. This unit was out for a short time that
fall. We kept it out all during the Depression
until 1941, Those were hard times and no
one had any money. |'ll never know how we
did it for that long. Times were hard and
money was short and we were only charging
10c and 20c. We traded a lot with the natives
They didn’t have any money but wanted to
see the show, so we would trade tickets for
8ggs, chickens and hay for the ponies, or any-
thing else that we could use. People were wal-
king the roads, looking for work or some- °
thing to eat.

Charlie Drydon, the foot juggler and Tom
Maoss, the juggler, were with us the first sea-
son, “Mexican” Bill Williams and son, Ar-
nold, had the brass band, and | have furgot-
ten the names of the others. Charlie Mosier
had the Advance Car. We put on a good show

as in those days we did & number of acts our-
selves. We showed thru Ark., Mo, lowa, IlI.,
and Wisc. from the fall of 1932 until 1941.

I’ll never know how we did it through all
the hard times. Just made enough to get
from town to town. We would stay out so
late in the fall that we would get caught in
the show storms. One time we got caught in
a sleet and ice storm and was tied up for a
week, That was at Grubbs, Ark., and anoth-
er time the big top was froze up and we
couldn't get it put away for three days. We
went through “Hell” with that little circus.

We had thirteen ponies and twenty-two
white Spitz dogs and some monkeys. We put
on an hour and twenty-five minute show.
We had a five piece band. Frank Kelso was
our pony trainer. A John Norman played
the accordian in the concert.

The show was owned by Bill, Myrtle, Mack
and myself. Myrtle, our sister, played a big
part in our family circus. She did all the buy-
ing for the cookhouse and kept the books in
addition to working in the performance.

came into being and the Bannerman went
the way of the street parade.

Over the years, both pro rodeo associations
as well as other sports promoters, and more
recently some enterprising music promoters,
have reaped their rewards for capitalizing and
impreving on what the Bannerman did - sell-
ing ads. Some rodeos then did use the new
phone idea, but, the emphasis was on selling
program ads, which led to committees selling
local merchants the idea of sponsoring one
or more of the rodeo’s main contest events,
This meant the prize money was put up by
merchants, thus leaving the committee with
more free cash to advertise the rodeo and
pay for both the acts and the stock contrac-
tor. Some merchants eventually went for

B | sponsoring the acts (clowns, trick riders and

‘ropers, horse acts, etc.) as well. Today this
modern type banner sales has tumed into a
multi-million dollar a year sponsorship bo-
nanza for both the rodeo itself and its con-
testants, to say nothing of its unlimited pub-
lic awareness this brings to the sport, in the
form of publicity in commercials.

Listing present rodeo sponsors is like listing
a Who's Who in American manufacturing and
Big Business. For instance, the P.R.C.A. has
such a financial underwritting and sponsors
as R. J. Reynolds Tobacco Co. and Winston
cigarettes, Wrangler Wear, Skoal-Copenhag-
en, Coors Breweries, Nestea Nestles Choco-
late Co., Black Velvet-Heublien Co., Western
Airlines, to mention just a few, while the |.
R.A. Rodeo circuit has such backers as Ra-
leigh Lights cigarettes, Stetson Hats, LaBatts
Beer, Eastern Air Lines, Acme Boot Co., Lee
Clothing Co., Skelly Qil and a host of others
that are, as they say, too numerous to men-

To break these sponsors down, R. J. Rey-
nolds Tobacco Co. has Winston Rodeo Ser-
ies which involves several hundreds of thou-
sands of dollars yearly in bonuses to the top
money winners, furnishing all the associa-

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tion’s sanctioned rodeos, about 600 yearly,
upon request posters, banners, placemats,
etc., advertising the rodeo dates, location and
other information along with the Winston
logo. They also furnish free to rodeos a num-
ber of traveling portable rodeo scoreboards
which in turn have an advertising deal with a
pickup truck and trailer manufacturer.

Wrangler Wear (and Sports Wear) sponsor
clown bullfighter contests in various rodeos
to the tune of about 50 grand per year in ad-
ded prize money. In addition, they furnish
advertising packages to merchants in rodeo
towns that handle Wrangler Wear products
and they pay 70% of the advertising costs
while the merchant pays the remaining 30%.

That figures out to be zero per cent for
both committee and stock contractor. All
ads in papers, on the media run in conjunc-
tion with the rodeo’s dates, and the mer-
chant can also act as a ticket outlet. Wrang
ler gives $25.00 gift certificates annually to
some 4,000 P.R.C.A. members, as well as
outfits the top 15 cowboys in each of seven
major rodeo contest events.

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for a 16 city tour which will feature name
country singers. Some $850 thousand of that
figure will go towards advertising and promo-
tion of the dates. Other Reynolds Co., spon-
sorships include Winston Auto Race, -
Vantage Pro Golf Tour and Camel’s Grand
Prix in France. Other major companies also
sponsor golf and tennis matches, track and
field events, auto races, major horse shows
and a host of other annual events.

Currently, only & handful of circuses are
using some bannerman selling ideas, or as
they are referred to today, marketing tech-
niques.

Using some of this vast untapped source of
revenue is Ringling with their commercial
tie-ins with chain stores which coordinate
store sales with ticket sales, media nights
sponsored by local TV stations. Carson &
Bames were using printed tickets and pos-
ters with various merchants’ (local) names
imprinted on them, which could indicate
they footed the hill for the printing, thus
eliminating 2 potential sorespot some
committees as to who pays that cost. Both
Vargas and Beatty use some of these tech-

aiques on their dates, but, this is only a
small start towards a more involved sponsor
ship. What is needed is a careful blending of
sponsor and audience exposure, certainly
not in the usual commercial TV network
sense, but more in line with that of Public
Bfoodunin&of late with its corporate un-
derwriters. Perhaps this would replace the
tired old p-nut pitch that replaced the Casey
Candy pitch how many years ago???

There are literally hundreds, perhaps thou-
sands of untapped sponsors out there. Some
are National conglomerates, while others are
smaller regional companies. All have two
things in common - all have products or ser-
vices to sell and all have advertising budgets
in which to sell their products to John
Public and family. With careful planningand
sound business practices, the earnest circus
owner can have these sponsors signed to co-
ver the costs of various acts, clowns, animals
and even equipment well in advance of open-
in1 day. The more local merchants participate
in local activities, the more local residents
